The procedure aad the specific instructions
to the chuld should be memorized aspartof
an amempt to achieve standandized test-

However, it is advisable to keep the
manaal readily at hand for rafersace. All
scoring should be doae imcouspicuously
agd all sectioss of sach scoring record
saould be completad to avoid coufusion
and misinterpretation upoo final analysis.
It is also suggested that immediately
following the examination, and given suf-
ficient time, 331 examiners recheck cach
scoriag record for completeness.

Under cirenmstinces where the examiner
has oot beea able Lo elicit 2 respoase from
the child oo either subareas of 3 major
area and’/or to specifc Wems of 2 sub-
area, there is a teadency to scorette suh-
ares or item as fail” ind sometitzes the
area as “suspeci” or “sboormal.”

B should be emphasized
that this procedere should be used
rarely, ouly with extrewme caulion, and
must be fuly documectad whenever
uned, Thisprocedurecasnotbe exmploy-
ed for the Verbal Expression Area.

U the examizer is uzable lo cbiain the
child’s cooperation or has 20t enough re-
sponses to make an adeguate evajgation,
be must mike provisions to readminister
this area or subarea duriag the sametest-
ing $e35i00 2t & point when tee child is
likely to be mare cooperative. Avoid suc~
cessive admipistration of the same arcad
or sabices.

The examination showld be administeredin
the sequenceof themasual. However, under
very usususl circumstances, departures
from this sequence may be adopted if the
examiner ieeis De can awreoy culaia a
more tepresentative performance from
the child.

Whenever there is apy deviation from the
macual in the adminisiration or sCoOTiAg
of the cxamidation, this must be justified
in the form of detailed ani pestinent ex-
planations in the commens sectiod. Unless
careful documerntation is furnished in this
¥y, the coders in the Central Office »ili
earmark such deviatioas as errors with
cogsequent corruption of lhe dita and
leagtby delays io data processing. Grossly
deviant reconds without explasation wilibe
returced to the Collibontive Izstituticn.

Al records must be edited carelwliy and
completely prior to trassmission to the
Ceatral Office. Tiismeans thatall scoring
estries must be completed ucd special
measures takes to insure thai cosrect
scuring criteria have been applied. This
is especlally Important for such areds as
Hearing and Specch Production woere
scoring criteria aze rmore compiex.

Age three was chosen for this
tirst examunation because it was fels that the children whose language development was delaved. for
whatever reason. would not yet have developed emotional overlays or negative compensatory mechanism.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

A. Introduction

In the sdmunistration of the speech. language and hearing examination. 1t s important that the
examners follow instructions carefully to insure umformity 1n testing procedures. Examiners should.
therefore, make every atiempt (o get to know the instrument well before actuaily administerning it to
patienis routinely. It is therefore recommended that they practice giving this examination until a
swoln and natural sequence is achieved.

B. Amangement and Contents of the Examination

The examination is composed of a series of subtests. The major functions being tested. i.c., language
comprhenaion. Linguage expression, elc.. are designated as AREAS and ase referred to in thys w3y in
the specific instructions of this manual. Each of these areas may be composed of several subtests
Salled SUBAREAS whih may measure the function being tested by different mearns. Language
somprehension, for example, is broken down into two subareas dealing with auditory verba! compre-
hension for one. and visua) verbal comprehension for the other. Each subarea is broken down into 2
number of items. under which are senerally included several subatems.

The procedure and the specific instructions to the child should be memonzed as part of an
allempt to achieve standardized testing. However, it is advisable to keep the manual readily at
hand for reference. A%l scoring should be done inconspicuously and all sections of each scoring

- record should be completed to avoid confusion and misiterpretation upon final analysis. It is

also suggested that examiners recheck each scoring record for completeness immediately follow-
ing the examination.

Under circumstances where the examiner has not been able to elicit 2 response from the child.
score according to the following procedures:

a. Do notscore in “*pass” or “fail" boxes.

b. Document carefully in the comments section the failure 1o <ooperate or any other be-
havior explaining the lack of response.

¢. Do not score an inadequate examination of any area as abnormal. lnstead. write an appro-
priate comment explaisung that an adeguate exarmnation of the area was not accomplished
and the reasons why.

if the examiner is unablk to obtain the child’s <ooperation or has not enough responses to make
an adequate evaluation. he must make provisions to readminister this area or subarea duning the

The examination should be adnunistered in the sequence enumerated on page | of this manual.
However. under very unusual circumstances, departures from this sequence may be adopted if
the examiner feels he can thereby obtain a more representative performance from the child.

Whenever there is any deviation from the manual in the administration or scoring of the
examination, this must be justificd w the form of detailed and pertinent explanations in the
comments section. Unless careful documentation is fumished in this way, the coders in the
Central Office will carmark such deviations as errors with consequ2nt corruption of the data and
leagthy delays in data processing. Grossly deviant records without explanations will be returned
to the Collaborative lastitutios,.

All records must be edited carefully and completely by the examiner and Supervisor pnor to
transmussion (0 the Perinatal Research Branch. This means that all scoring entries must be
completed and special measures taken to wnsure that cosmect scoring criteria have been applied.
