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APPENDIX A. BACKGROUND ON THE FEDERAL INDIGENT DEFENSE SYSTEM

A.1THE PROCESS OF A FEDERAL CRIMINAL CASE

Federal criminal court cases are conducted in liingad stages. In the first stage, the court
issues some form of a charging docunferin the next stage, the arraignment, the coudring the
defendant of charges. During this hearing, themf#dint enters a plea and identifies the counsel of
record. If the defendant has not retained courtszlpr she is informed of their right to have an
attorney to represent the defendant in the cowtgedings. If the defendant is financially unable
hire an attorney, then the defendant can ask the tmappoint an attorney. Stage three is a deten
hearing, which determines bail and the nature @ftr@a detention.  The fourth stage is the
determination of guilt, which can occur either tingb trial or through a guilty plea in which the
defendant waives his or her right to a trial anaifer appeal. If an individual is convicted, theal
stage is the sentencing hearing, which determihes appropriate sentence for the defendant.
Throughout the later stages, the defendant is septed by his or her counsel, assigned in the secon
stage?

This study focuses on the fourth and fifth stagethe criminal proceedings. These last two
stages can be further subdivided. The fourth steggns with negotiations between prosecution and
defense counsel on the feasibility of potentialapbargains. Plea bargains typically include the
downward revision of the severity of the crime watthich the defendant is charged, the sentence
length, or both in exchange for the defendant plepduilty and forgoing the trial. If a plea isragd
upon, the parties and the defendant appear befmejudge to enter a plea of guilty and the
prosecution offers a recommended sentence. Tigejudually accepts this recommendation and
imposes sentence. If no acceptable plea can beadathey proceed to trial (which can be conducted
in front of a judge or jury). If the defendantf@ind guilty then a hearing follows. At the seniegc
hearing both sides can provide evidence that tiggican consider in determining the length of the

sentence. After arguments, the judge imposessem#nd the trial is concluded.

A.2ELIGIBILITY FOR INDIGENT DEFENSE COUNSEL
In order for a defendant to qualify for indigemfeinder services they must face a sufficiently
serious criminal charge. This means, an indivicoast be:

1. charged with a felony or with a Class A misdemeanor
2. ajuvenile alleged to have committed an act of piteedelinquency
3. charged with a violation of probation;

If an individual meets one or more the above detdhen he or she must prove they are "financially
unable to obtain counsel" by demonstrating to iertcthat their net financial resources and income
are insufficient to enable them to obtain qualifelinsel. In determining whether such insufficiency
exists, consideration is typically given to thetooiSproviding the person and his dependents wiéh t
necessities of life and the cost of the defendamtlsbond if financial conditions are imposed. tle
earnings are not considered, however other incaoeived within one hundred eighty days after the
date of the court's reimbursement order are ass@asi@dsource of funds. Determination of eligibility

is usually made without regard to the financialigbof the person's family.

A.3ATTORNEYSFOR INDIGENT DEFENDANTS

In the federal system, indigents are represenyezhb of two different types of attorneys. The
first type of attorneys is public defenders, whe amlaried government employees. The Federal
Public Defender for each district is appointed bgu@ of Appeals for a 4-year term. The FPD
appoints his or her staff with approval from theddtor of the Administrative Office of the United
States Courts. The other type of federal indigiefiénse attorney is called Criminal Justice ActX)CJ
panel attorney. CJA panel attorneys are contldeyethe federal government to serve as counsel for
financially needy defendants at an hourly wage sutgject to attorney fee caps. To qualify to be a
CJA panel attorney, lawyers need to be in gooddstgnin the federal bar, and have demonstrated
experience in and knowledge of the Federal Rule€minal Procedure, the Federal Rules of
Evidence and the United States Sentencing Guidelin€his typically means at least 5 years of
practice as a licensed attorney as well as thedittg training for “Continuing Legal Education”.

CJA panel attorneys are compensated based onhthily wage with rates varying over timieCJA

31n 1996, this was increased to $65/hr for in camd $45/hr out of court services. Effective 286 rate was increased
again to $70 for in court and $50 for out of coufuture increases have resulted in current paynages of $90/hr for all
services regardless whether it is in-court or duteurt. The exceptions to these wage rates aééhdistricts which
received wage increases in 1988. $75 in court/3®bcourt: Alaska, California (Central, Easterrgriiern & Southern),
District of Columbia, Detroit, Michigan, New Jerséyws Cruces, New Mexico, New York (Eastern andtSem), and

A.4 ATTORNEY ASSIGNMENT

If a defendant is proven to be financially eligibteen he or she is assigned one of the two
types of indigent defense lawyers. While the assignt process may vary slightly by district, the
procedures fall into two major categories. In tinst common process, the court arbitrarily assigns
gualified public defenders or CJA panel attorneysdses based on the targeted proportion of cases t
be covered by the relevant group of defense atyorrie this system, a panel of judges and defense
attorneys review applications of attorneys requegsto be CJA panel attorneys and assigns each
accepted CJA panel attorney to one of several lstsed on the attorney's experience and
demonstrated skill. Newer attorneys are eligibleassignment to misdemeanors, petty offenses, and
revocation proceedings. More experienced attoraeg<ligible for assignment to felony cases. Once
financial eligibility is determined, the court auss the defendant an attorney either from the &dder
public defender’s office (FPD) or from the CJA plbased on the pre-decided ratio of FPD to CJA
caseloads. If the court assigns CJA panel coutiseh assignments are made randomly within a
category, with the court going down its list ofoatteys in order until a match is made. In the sdco
process, the FPD office reviews the panel of adigsrseeking to be CJA attorneys. The FPD Office
assigns each attorney to a place in the interrtatiom based on the individual attorney’s skillglan
gualifications. At the initial hearing, if a defdant is indigent and in need of counsel, the court
assigns the case to FPD Office. The FPD officen thesigns specific counsel based on the
predetermined caseload borne by PD’s and CJA a&tysrnAssignments are done on a rotational order

within the qualified group of attorneys.
